Scooter Backpack Re-KICK 
 

**Read and understand this entire manual before allowing anyone to use this product. 
For assistance, contact Evoluggage.  DO NOT RETURN TO STORE. 

 
GENERAL 

 
The Scooter Backpack Re-KICK is a product that is intended to be compatible with a limited number 
of kick scooters.  Please consult this manual and Evoluggage.com for compatibility information.   
Do not attempt to use with scooter models that are not listed.  Use of the SB Re-KICK with scooter 
models that are not listed will void the Evoluggage Warranty. 
 

SAFETY WARNINGS 
 
Riding a Scooter Backpack or any other scooter product can be hazardous.  Scooters are intended to 
move and it is therefore possible to get into dangerous situations including losing control and 
potentially falling.  If these things happen, the rider can be seriously injured or worse.  ALWAYS 
wear safety equipment when riding and FOLLOW all instructions and safety warnings contained in 
the owner’s manuals for your scooter products.  
 
Wearing a Scooter Backpack or any other backpack product can also be hazardous.  DO NOT 
overload the backpack with weight you are not comfortable carrying.  DO NOT wear the backpack 
for extended amounts of time without removing it occasionally.  Failure to take adequate precautions 
when carrying heavy loads can result in shoulder and back stress, and create the potential for injury.  

 
Before riding a Scooter Backpack ALWAYS check that: 

1. QUICK RELEASE-CLAMP  is completely fastened.  Press or pull down on the handlebar 
firmly and see if the handlebar moves.  If it moves you may need to open the Quick Release 
Clamp and tighten the Quick Release Bolt.  

2. ALL ZIPPERS  are closed or cinched up, as much as possible.  This will protect contents 
within backpack during ride and prevent any unwanted interference of contents with scooter 
components. 

3. LOOSE ENDS OF SHOULDER STRAPS are inserted through loops on straps.  This will 
prevent the loose ends of the straps from getting tangled up with the front wheel of the 
scooter.  

 
CAUTION: Small items should always be stored in the external pocket of the backpack.  If the 
bottom zipper is not fully closed, these small items could fall out of the backpack. 
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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 
 

Installation of the Re-KICK backpack onto your scooter should just take a few minutes and will only 
require the 1/8” Allen key (included with this purchase).  The SB Re-KICK is currently compatible with 
the following Razor® scooter models:  Razor A, Razor AW, Hello Kitty, Razor A2 Daisy, Spark (basic), 
Graffiti Scooter, Wild Style, Razor S, Razor A Scooter Black.  Check Evoluggage.com for updated 
compatibility information. 

 
Installing the bracket on to the scooter 
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1. Take your scooter and find the hub.  It is the 
area between the wheel fork and steering tube.  
Push the Evoluggage bracket on to the hub as 
shown. The bracket should snap into place. 

2. Locate the Evoluggage kick pedal.  Insert one of the plastic binding posts through the kick pedal and then 
insert into the lower-most hole on the bracket as shown. On the other side of the bracket, insert the threaded 
metal nut into the hole and begin screwing binding post into it by hand.  Fully tighten down binding post 
using the included Allen Key. 
 

3. Locate the upper-most holes in the bracket.  Install the second binding post and metal nut into the holes as 
shown.  Tighten using the included Allen Key. 
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Installing backpack onto scooter bracket 
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1. Fully open the zippers located on the top 
and bottom of the Re-KICK backpack.  (not 
the main compartment zipper). 
Loosen the handlebars of the scooter as 
shown.  Slide the backpack over the 
handlebars through the open zippers. 

2. Lower the backpack to just below the 
quick-release clamp of the scooter.  Push 
the top of the backpack frame on to the 
steering column until it snaps in place as 
shown. 

3. Press the backpack frame against the scooter 
and push down.  You should feel resistance as 
the backpack moves down.  The backpack 
should stop after a few inches of travel and will 
“pop” in place.  If you do not feel a pop, lift the 
backpack up and repeat this step until a “pop” 
is detected.  As shown, you may open up the 
main compartment of the backpack to assist this 
alignment. 

4. Check to see if the stop pin is visible in a hole in the frame.  This 
confirms the backpack is mounted correctly with the bracket.  WARNING: 
failure to correctly mount the backpack to the frame can result in the 
backpack falling during scooter riding and may cause loss of control.

1. Open up the top and 
bottom zippers.  Pull the 
top of the backpack frame 
off the scooter handlebars 
as shown.  DO NOT 
PULL BACKPACK 
HANDLE.   

2. Reach to the bottom of the backpack.  Pull 
the bottom of the backpack away from the 
scooter, and simultaneously push the 
backpack up.   When the top of the backpack 
frame reaches the quick release clamp, the 
backpack is dismounted from the scooter 
bracket. 

3. Loosen the handlebars of 
the scooter as shown.  Lift 
the backpack over the 
scooter through the top and 
bottom zippers.  Close the 
top and bottom zippers 
before using backpack. 

To Ride as Scooter: 
1. Release Quick Release Clamp and raise handlebars to desired height. Lock 

Quick Release Clamp once desired handlebar height is reached. 
2. Lightly press down on the Kick Pedal with one foot to release the 

Footboard.  Do NOT use excessive force. 
3. Stand with one foot on the footboard and push the other foot against the 

ground to move forward. 
·  For tight turning, lean Scooter Backpack into the direction of the turn. 
·  For controlled stops, apply the brake by stepping on the rear wheel brake. 

Practice using the brake at different speeds and on different terrain to 
become familiar with how quickly the scooter can be stopped. 

 
To Roll as Rolling Luggage 
1. Follow “To Ride as Scooter” instructions to convert to scooter 
2. With the Footboard down on ground, rotate the handlebar until it locks 

into place against backpack frame. You will feel a pop when it is in place.  
NOTE: Footboard MUST be down first in order to perform this step.   

3. Press down on kick pedal and fold Footboard  
CAUTION: Do NOT ride scooter with handlebar locked.  Unlock handlebar 
after use as rolling luggage.  To unlock, rotate handlebar until you feel a pop

In such a case, Evoluggage is pleased to offer a fourteen (14) day return policy on all Scooter Backpack products 
from the date the product is delivered, for a full refund, less shipping costs and applicable PayPal fees. Returns must be 
shipped in original packaging and with the product unused. Returns received after fourteen (14) days of the ship date 
are subject to a 15% restocking fee. ALL RETURNS MUST BE UNUSED. Evoluggage is not responsible for the cost 
of return shipping. We recommend using a carrier with a tracking number, as Evoluggage is not responsible for lost 
returns. Once the return is received and its condition determined acceptable, refund of the purchase price (less 
shipping) will be credited via PayPal within 1-2 weeks.

Warranty 
All products shipped by Evoluggage are guaranteed by warranty for period of (30) days from the date the product is 
delivered. If your product becomes damaged or broken from normal use, as detailed in the owner’s manual, during this 
period, please notify Evoluggage at support@evoluggage.com. A representative will contact you to help determine the 
problem and suggest repair techniques, if possible.  Evoluggage may ship replacement parts to the customer if 
particular parts become broken or missing and are easily replaceable. If repair by the customer is not possible, 
Evoluggage will request the customer send the Scooter Backpack back to Evoluggage. Evoluggage will refund the 
original purchase shipping costs to cover this expense upon receipt of return. Evoluggage will then repair the product 
and return the product to the customer, or will notify the customer that a repair is not possible and offer a replacement 
product or a full refund. 

A listing of compatible 
models can be found in this owner’s manual and on www.evoluggage.com.  Use of the Scooter Backpack Re-KICK on 
models not listed will void the Evoluggage warranty.
